Background
Land O’Lakes Venture37 (Tax Identification Number: 405 264 100) is the recipient of an award from the U.S. Department of Agriculture to implement a 5-year project Safety and Quality Investment in Livestock (SQIL) under the Food for Progress Program. The project will facilitate access to credit, risk management instruments and market information for dairy and beef farmers and supporting businesses. Efforts will also focus on improved trade, productivity, food safety and quality.

The details of the requirements and the terms and conditions for the procurement of manure scraper are given below.


1) Purpose of the RFQ:
SQIL project is planning to purchase a manure scraper for improving animal welfare and hygiene standards. In addition, the investment will support in reducing risks of spreading diseases related to hoof and mastitis. The exact specifications of the equipment are listed in the subsequent section. 


2) Delivery Point:
The requested equipment is described in the subsequent section and it must be ready for transportation and installation within 6-8 weeks after signing an agreement with the vendor. The vendor is responsible for transporting and installing the equipment at subrecipient’s site of location to Kvenatkotsa, Kareli municipality, Georgia. 





3) Technical Specifications of the manure scraper
· [bookmark: _Hlk57648428]A scraper must be operational with approximately 160 meters chain (round, integral, calibrated) 70 meter length with scraping alley of meters.
· A scraper must be hot-dip galvanised for corrosion protection, suitable for closed concrete floor, single acting with end discharge suitable for alley width of 300 cm. 
· The scraper rpm must be no less 112 / loading height 2.2 m / output rate 4-5,5 t/hr.
· A scraper must have main wings on either side of the central pulling bar, which are in vertical position during scrapping and must be able to raise when the scraper returns. 
· Both side wings of a scraper must be able to scrape side walls even if the walls are uneven and not perfectly straight. 
· The chain drive should be available to be installed on the ground or on a console inside or outside of the farm.
· The chain drive engine power and chain length must be defined by vendor according to the farm size (maximum alley length of the farm is 70 meters with closed concrete floor), with preferable driving motor of around 7.5 KW suitable for intensive use, but exact specification needs to be determined by a vendor through agreement with SQIL and subrecipient. 
· Additional technical requirements: 
1. Trailer must be able to loadwithin 10-15 minutes
2. Ability to avoid screw freezing to the pipe due to reversing at the end of loading cycle

Remark: these are just general specifications of a scraper. A vendor must calculate proper dimensions and motor power of equipment to be suitable for this specific farm, agreeing with subrecipient and in accordance with SQIL procedures. Transportation and installation must be included in the price

4) Conformity with Technical Specifications/Terms
1. Your quote for the equipment must include price with transportation and installation at subrecipient’s site (Kvenatkotsa, Kareli municipality, Georgia), conforming to the specifications described above and must be filled in the provided table (see annex 1). No alternative offers will be considered.

5) Cost Breakdown:
· Total cost of the equipment, including transportation and installation (see annex 1).
· Price should be provided without VAT, customs and excise duties. Venture37 is exempt from those fees and the relevant documentation can be provided to the vendor.
· The technical specifications of equipment must be verifiable trough providing manufacturer company's manual of a given equipment.

6) Price:
Price quoted in Gel(₾) must be net, less any discount offered, and should include total costs of a manure scraper with transportation and installation. VAT, customs and excise duties must be excluded.

7) Validity
Prices offered in the quotation must be firm and valid for 30 days from the closing date of the RFQ. No increase in price will be considered after closing of the RFQ.

8) Delivery Date:	
The equipment needs to be ready by no later than 6-8 weeks after signing an agreement with the vendor. The vendor is responsible for transporting and installing the equipment at subrecipient’s site of location to Kvenatkotsa, Kareli municipality,  Georgia.



9) Inspection
SQIL will inspect the equipment for conforming with the specificaitons prior to signing an agreement, payment and/or transportation and installation.

10) VAT/Taxes
SQIL can provide reference of VAT, customs and excise duty exemption. All other applicable taxes, duties, levies, export clearances/licenses in the country of origin/loading etc. shall be borne by the supplier. 

11) Payment
Total payment will be made within 5 banking days from date delivery and installation of equipment.

13) Bid Evaluation Criteria:
Award will be made to the provider that offers the best overall value and service to the project and which meets all the terms and conditions of this solicitation. SQIL may further conduct discussions and negotiations with one or more finalist providers prior to making a final selection. Offers will be evaluated based on the following: 

[bookmark: _Hlk21379799]1. Total cost of equipment, including transportation and installation – 70% 
2. Experience (at least 2 years), past performance, and relevant experience in the sector - 30%. 

A vendor might present contact information of list of farms where the same/similar manure scrapers have been installed.

SQIL reserves the right to accept or reject any offer or cancel or reissue this RFQ without assigning any reason.
