Establishment of drip irrigation system - Equipment Procurement for USAID Potato Program in Georgia
I. INTRODUCTION
The International Potato Center, known by its Spanish acronym CIP, was founded in 1971 as a root and tuber research-for-development institution delivering sustainable solutions to the pressing world problems of hunger, poverty, and the degradation of natural resources. CIP is truly a global center, with headquarters in Lima, Peru and offices in 20 developing countries across Asia, Africa, and Latin America. Working closely with our partners, CIP seeks to achieve food security, increased well-being, and gender equity for poor people in the developing world. CIP furthers its mission through rigorous research, innovation in science and technology, and capacity strengthening regarding root and tuber farming and food systems.

CIP is part of the CGIAR Consortium, a global partnership that unites organizations engaged in research for a food secure future. CGIAR research is dedicated to reducing rural poverty, increasing food security, improving human health and nutrition, and ensuring more sustainable management of natural resources. Donors include individual countries, major foundations, and international entities.
CIP is implementing the USAID funded Project Potato Project in Georgia. It  is a 3-year project, and it aims to sustainably improve the socioeconomic well-being of potato farmers in Georgia by addressing root causes of low productivity, establishing mutually beneficial commercial relationships between potato farmers and market players, and strengthening platforms to advocate for the interests of the sector through innovative technologies and new varieties. 

The Project will increase the productivity and value of potato sales of smallholder farmers through innovative technology of seed potato production, 3G technology. G1 part of the technology is production in the in-vitro laboratory and greenhouse; G2 is production in open field on the private sector partners’ farms (farm station) using material transplanted from the greenhouse and open field, and G3 is production on farmer plots from seed harvested from the farm stations.

To ensure successful application of 3G technology, CIP in the frame of the USAID funded project Potato Program in Georgia is seeking for the equipment drip irrigation system on 200 farmers demonstration plots with each size 500m2 in Kvemo Kartli and Samtskhe-Javakheti Region.  

II. PURPOSE
The purpose of this Request for Proposal (RFP) is to receive proposals from the qualified companies for the drip irrigation system tools for 200 farmers, potato production demonstration plots in Kvemo Kartli and Samtskhe-Javakheti Region : 
· Drip Irrigation Kit for 200 farmers potato production demonstration plots in Kvemo Kartli and Samtskhe-Javakheti Region, each plot size 500m2;
CIP is committed to including diverse companies (and those who value diversity and inclusion) in its sourcing and procurement activities. 
III. REQUIREMENTS

Proposals should be provided for each lot separately, providing specific details of techniques to be used in achieving this request. Proposals may be rejected if minimum requirements are not met. Costs for developing proposals are entirely the responsibility of the proposer and shall not be reimbursed by CIP.

2. Table of Contents: Every RFP submitted must contain the following information: 
a. Services and Activities: Provide description of the nature of the organization’s services and activities. Note when the business was established, brief history and location. List the location(s) of the office(s) from which the primary work on this contract would be performed.
b. Filled out the Supplier Form (Attachment 2).   
c. No Conflict of Interest: Client relationships that could potentially be considered a conflict of interest must be listed. 
d. Detailed proposal requirements (Attachment 3). In addition, interested company should provide information as follows: (a) unit cost ($US) (b) total cost, (c) time period required to finalize the assignment, and (d) terms of payment.

Drip irrigation equipment (Kit) for 200 farmers potato production demonstration plots in Kvemo Kartli and Samtskhe-Javakheti Region, each plot size 500m2.
Description:

· Plot: 

· Land area 500 sq.m.
· The distance between the rows 0.75 m
Irrigation system:
· Main Pipe (D32), PE100 6 atm (about 45 meters)
· Water-pipe layer from Main Pipe (D16).
· Drip pipe

· Working pressure 8.4 m
· Maximum water volume 4 kb / h
· Filter pressure 21 (m) 
· Outlet pressure 11 (m) 
· Dropper Pipe (25-30 cm * 1.5-1.7 L / h)
· Water filter 40 mm
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
