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)Synopsis of the RFP


1.  Introduction and Purpose

1.1     Purpose
DAI, the implementer of the USAID Economic Security Program in Georgia, invites qualified offerors to submit proposals to prepare three videos (described below in details) that will support Georgian Anti-Piracy Center to conduct awareness rising campaign, that aims to advocate antipiracy issues as well as position the center as a strong actor of piracy matters.

Increasing consumer awareness of what internet piracy is, is fundamental to reducing it, along with persuading consumers to “do the right thing” when faced with a choice. The best practice to combating film piracy is to highlight the benefits of using legal means to consume content, and to educate on damages associated with the illegal websites. This campaign plans to tackle both.

Purpose of the activity is to develop  videos, that will serve as trigger to change the public sentiment about illegal streaming platform, and support anti-piracy measures that will be initiated during the autumn 2021 by the informative campaign; The videos will help raise awareness regarding anti-piracy issues among general public and promote legal platforms that require a small amount of monthly fee, versus consuming illegal content at no cost of their own, but at the expanse of people who work in the media and film industry.

1.2     Issuing Office
The Issuing Office and Contact Person noted in the above synopsis is the sole point of contact at DAI for purposes of this RFP. Any prospective offeror who fails to register their interest with this office assumes complete responsibility in the event that they do not receive direct communications (amendments, answers to questions, etc.) prior to the closing date.

1.3     Type of Award Anticipated
DAI anticipates awarding a Firm Fixed Price Purchase Order. This subcontract type is subject to change during the course of negotiations.

A Firm Fixed Price Subcontract is: An award for a total firm fixed price, for values more than $150,000, for the provision of specific services, goods, or deliverables and is not adjusted if the actual costs are higher or lower than the fixed price amount. Offerors are expected to include all costs, direct and indirect, into their total proposed price.

2.  General Instructions to Offerors

2.1     General Instructions
“Offeror”, “Subcontractor”, and/or “Bidder” means a firm proposing the work under this RFP.  “Offer”
and/or “Proposal” means the package of documents the firm submits to propose the work.

Offerors wishing to respond to this RFP must submit proposals, in English, in accordance with the following instructions. Offerors are required to review all instructions and specifications contained in this RFP. Failure to do so will be at the Offeror’s risk. If the solicitation is amended, then all terms and conditions not modified in the amendment shall remain unchanged.

Issuance of this RFP in no way obligates DAI to award a subcontract or purchase order. Offerors will not be reimbursed for any costs associated with the preparation or submission of their proposal. DAI shall in no case be responsible for liable for these costs.

Proposals  are  due  no  later  than October 18,  2021 by  18:30,  Georgian  Standard Time (GMT  +4)  to  be submitted to  GESP_GrantsProcurementBids@dai.com. The RFP number and title of the activity must be stated in the subject line of the email. Cost and technical proposals shall be submitted in separate, single emails. Late offers will be rejected except under extraordinary circumstances at DAI’s discretion. Late offers will be rejected except under extraordinary circumstances at DAI’s discretion.

The submission to DAI of a proposal in response to this RFP will constitute an offer and indicates the Offeror’s agreement to the terms and conditions in this RFP and any attachments hereto. DAI reserves the right not to evaluate a nonresponsive or incomplete proposal.


2.2      Proposal Cover Letter
A cover letter shall be included with the proposal on the Offeror’s company letterhead with a duly authorized signature and company stamp/seal using Attachment B as a template for the format. The cover letter shall include the following items:

•   The Offeror will certify a validity period of 90 days for the prices provided.
•   Acknowledge the solicitation amendments received.

2.3     Questions regarding the RFP
Each Offeror is responsible for reading and complying with the terms and conditions of this RFP. Requests for clarification or additional information must be submitted in writing via email or in writing to the Issuing Office as specified in the Synopsis above.   No questions will be answered by phone. Any verbal information received from a GESP employee or other entity shall not be considered as an official response to any question regarding this RFP.

All communications regarding this solicitation are to be made solely through the Issuing Office and must be submitted via email (GESP_GrantsProcurement@dai.com)   to the Issuing Office no later than October 8, 2021.

All questions received will  be  compiled  and  answered  in writing  and  be  available  publicly  and  be distributed to all interested bidders via email within 3 working days of the deadline.

3.  Instructions for the Preparation of Technical Proposals

Technical proposals shall be sealed in a separate email from price proposals and shall be clearly labeled
as “VOLUME I: TECHNICAL PROPOSAL”.

Technical proposals shall include the following contents

1.   Technical Approach - Description of the proposed services which meets or exceeds the stated technical specifications or scope of work. The proposal must show how the Offeror plans to complete the work and describe an approach that demonstrates the achievement of timely and acceptable performance of the work.
2.   Management approach – Description of the Offeror’s staff assigned to the project. The proposal
should describe how the proposed team members have the necessary experience and capabilities to carry out the Technical Approach. Please include CVs of key personnel in the application in the management approach section.
3.   Past Performance – Provide a list of at least three (3) recent awards of similar scope and duration. The information shall be supplied as a table, and shall include the legal name and address of the organization for which services were performed, a description of work performed, the duration of the work and the value of the contract, description of any problems
encountered and how it was resolved, and a current contact phone number of a responsible and knowledgeable representative of the organization. See Attachment F.

3.1     Services Specified

3.2     Technical Evaluation Criteria

4.  Instructions for the Preparation of Cost/Price Proposals

4.1     Cost/Price Proposals
Price proposals shall be sealed in a separate envelope/email from technical proposals and shall be
clearly labeled as “VOLUME II: PRICE PROPOSAL”.

Offerors shall complete the template Price Schedule (Attachment C). Offers shall also provide a fully detailed budget to supplement the prices presented in the Price Schedule.

All services (if any)  are eligible for VAT  exemption under  the DAI  prime contract. The offeror is responsible for all applicable taxes and fees, as prescribed under the applicable laws for income, compensation, permits, licenses, and other taxes and fees due as required.

Note: Award amount not to exceed GEL 75,000 (Seventy-five thousand). 



5.  Basis of Award

5.1     Best Value Determination
DAI will review all proposals, and make an award based on the technical and cost evaluation criteria stated above and select the offeror whose proposal provides the best value to DAI. DAI may also exclude an offer from consideration if it determines that an Offeror is "not responsible", i.e., that it does not have the management and financial capabilities required to perform the work required.

Evaluation points will not be awarded for cost. Cost will primarily be evaluated for realism and reasonableness. DAI may award to a higher priced offeror if a determination is made that the higher technical evaluation of that offeror merits the additional cost/price.

DAI may award to an Offeror without discussions. Therefore, the initial offer must contain the Offeror’s
best price and technical terms.

5.2     Responsibility Determination
DAI will not enter into any type of agreement with an Offeror prior to ensuring the Offeror’s responsibility. When assessing an Offeror’s responsibility, the following factors are taken into consideration:

1.   Formal registration and evidence of the required business licenses (as applicable) to operate in Georgia.
2.   Evidence of a DUNS number (explained below and instructions contained in Attachment
D).
3.   The source, origin and nationality of the products or services are not from a Prohibited
Country (explained below).
4.   Having adequate financial resources to finance and perform the work or deliver goods
or the ability to obtain financial resources without receiving advance funds from DAI.
5.   Ability to comply with required or proposed delivery or performance schedules.
6.   Have a satisfactory past performance record.
7.   Have a satisfactory record of integrity and business ethics.
8.   Have the necessary organization, experience, accounting and operational controls and technical skills.
9.   Have the necessary production, construction and technical equipment and facilities if applicable.
10. Be qualified and eligible to perform work under applicable laws and regulations.
6.  Anticipated post-award Deliverables

7.  Inspection & Acceptance

The designated DAI Project Manager will inspect from time to time the services being performed to determine whether the activities are being performed in a satisfactory manner, and that all equipment or supplies are of acceptable quality and standards. 8.  Compliance with Terms and Conditions

8.2     Prohibited Technology
Bidders MUST NOT provide any goods and/or services that utilize telecommunications and video surveillance products from the following companies: Huawei Technologies Company, ZTE Corporation, Hytera Communications Corporation, Hangzhou Hikvision Digital Technology Company, or Dahua Technology Company, or any subsidiary or affiliate thereof, in compliance with FAR 52.204-25.

8.3     Source and Nationality

Under the authorized geographic code for its contract DAI may only procure goods and services from the following countries.
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Geographic Code 937: Goods and services from the United States, the cooperating country, and "Developing Countries" other than "Advanced Developing Countries: excluding prohibited countries. A list of the "Developing Countries" as well as "Advanced Developing Countries" can be found at: http://www.usaid.gov/policy/ads/300/310maa.pdf and
http://www.usaid.gov/policy/ads/300/310mab.pdf respectively.


Geographic Code 110: Goods and services from the United States, the independent states of the former
Soviet Union, or a developing country, but excluding Prohibited Countries.

DAI must verify the source and nationality of goods and services and ensure (to the fullest extent possible) that DAI does not procure any goods or services from prohibited countries listed by the Office of Foreign Assets Control (OFAC) as sanctioned countries. OFAC sanctioned countries may be searched within the System for Award Management (SAM) at  www.SAM.gov. The current list of countries under comprehensive sanctions include: Cuba, Iran, North Korea, Sudan, and Syria. Goods may not transit through or be assembled in comprehensive sanctioned origin or nationality countries nor can the offeror be owned or controlled by a prohibited country. DAI is prohibited from facilitating any transaction by a third party if that transaction would be prohibited if performed by DAI.

By submitting a proposal in response to this RFP, Offerors confirm that they are not violating the Source and Nationality requirements of the goods or services being offered and that the goods and services comply with the Geographic Code and the exclusions for prohibited countries outlined above.

8.4     Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS)
There is a mandatory requirement for your organization to provide a DUNS number to DAI. The Data Universal Numbering System is a system developed and regulated by Dun & Bradstreet (D&B) that assigns a unique numeric identifier, referred to as a "DUNS number" to a single business entity. Without a DUNS number, DAI cannot deem an Offeror “responsible” to conduct business with and therefore, DAI will not enter into a subcontract/purchase order or monetary agreement with any organization. The determination of a successful offeror/applicant resulting from this RFP/RFQ/RFA is contingent upon the winner providing a DUNS number to DAI. Offerors who fail to provide a DUNS number will not receive an award and DAI will select an alternate Offeror.

All U.S. and foreign organizations which receive first-tier subcontracts/ purchase orders with a value of
$30,000 and above are required to obtain a DUNS number prior to signing of the agreement. Organizations are exempt from this requirement if the gross income received from all sources in the previous tax year was under $300,000. DAI requires that Offerors sign the self-certification statement if the Offeror claims exemption for this reason.

Anti-Piracy Video Production 

1. PROJECT BACKGROUND:

The USAID Economic Security Program (the Program) is a five-year, USAID-funded project, implemented by DAI to accelerate broad-based growth of sectors that show strong potential to create jobs, increase incomes, revenues, and support diversification to more productive economic activities through value chains under the tourism, creative industries, light manufacturing, shared intellectual services and Solid Waste Management sectors. In fulfilling this purpose, the Program improves the eco-system for each sector and value chain, including both the supply and demand-sides, as well as skills development of the workforce, strengthening of institutions, and establish co-created partnerships that catalyze investment and strengthen MSME positioning.


The Program is comprised of four complementary components:
1.	Strengthen cooperation in target sectors.
2.	Support MSMEs to improve productivity, sales, quality, and develop new products and services.
3.	Support industry-led workforce development.
4.	Build public-private partnerships.

The Program is committed to diversity in its policies, initiatives, and relationships with partners and stakeholders, as well as in its efforts to build, maintain, and promote a culture of equity and inclusion.

3. OBJECTIVES AND DUTIES: 

The offeror should meet the following objectives: 

Objective 1. 
Produce (shoot and edit) a creative full HD video ad of 35-40 seconds, with English subtitles, that will promote legal platforms, highlight their advantages versus watching content on the illegal websites. The video will be showcased both on TV commercial, and social platforms as well.
Objective 2. 
Create an infomercial graphical animation video, with English subtitles, explaining the internet piracy in plain terms, with statistical data and specific examples of the impact of internet piracy.
Objective 3. 
Produce an infomercial graphical animation video, with English subtitles, to communicate the importance of ethical ad buying - B2B campaign targeted at the business sector.


4.  DETAILED TASKS/REQUIRMENTS: 

General Requirements:
· Each video should include:
· Clear Message about the damage piracy brings to the film and media industry not just on global, but the local level.
· Diverse quotes from the influencer leading the story/video.
· Coordinate the content and shooting process with the organizations and persons, directed by the Program.
· At the end or in the beginning of the video Program logos should be displayed according to the Program’s request; another relevant logos and disclaimer text should be also incorporated at the end of the video.
· Each video should have English subtitles.
· The offeror should ensure the produced video is inclusive that includes but is not limited to using inclusive language and visual cues, fair portrayal of various groups, etc. It is important that video includes quotes from both men and women and depicts as diverse groups, as possible (e.g. men, women, youth, people with disability, minorities, etc.) and avoids stereotypical portrayal, and instead presents female voices in traditionally male roles and vice versa contributes to deconstructing stereotypes and gender norms.
· The draft final products, including English subtitles, should be sent to the Program representatives for the final review and if requested, the program representatives have the right to ask for some additional changes and modification to conclude the video files.
· The program will have the authority and full right on the ownership of the videos.
· The offeror shall cover all accommodation, catering and travel costs for their staff members, and any other incurring costs during the video development. 

Under the Objective 1:
· Provide script, shoot, montage and produce one, up to 40 sec-long videos.  
· The video should be Full HD (preferable settings: widescreen 16:9 frame) format.
· The offeror should use professional lighting system while shooting in-house, if required.
· The cameras used while shooting should be professional and modern.
· The technical team should consist of professionals: screenwriter, camera men, producer, editor, director who will be involved in editing process to finalize the final product; The offeror should ensure that the technical team is not of single gender.  

Under the Objectives 2 and 3:
· Provide script, montage and produce two Infomercial graphic (animation) videos. 
· The video should be Full HD (preferable settings: widescreen 16:9 frame) format; The video should include English (or vice versa) language subtitles, translated professionally; the subtitles should be approved by the program before adding them on the videos.
· Different and diverse graphic and animated texts could be required during editing process.
· Each video might include: Voice over/sound bites/natural background voices, including the background traditional music if requested should be incorporated in the video while editing.
· The videos should be made from many still (or drawn) images so as to create the illusion of movement. The Whiteboard animation can be used in some parts of the video. 
· Animated infomercial should describe how much piracy is harming the internet market, film industry, the country's reputation and inform businesses that placing ads on the pirated websites is in fact the financial support for the crime.

a) The Contractor shall submit to the address identified below, for prepayment audit, transportation documents on which the United States will assume freight charges that were paid--
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(1) By the Contractor under a cost-reimbursement contract; and
(2) By a first-tier subcontractor under a cost-reimbursement subcontract thereunder.
(a) Cost-reimbursement Contractors shall only submit for audit those bills of lading with freight shipment charges exceeding $100. Bills under $100 shall be retained on-site by the Contractor and made available for on-site audits. This exception only applies to freight shipment bills and is not intended to apply to bills and invoices for any other transportation services.

(b) Contractors shall submit the above referenced transportation documents to COR.

I. 6 AIDAR 752.7101 VOLUNTARY POPULATION PLANNING ACTIVITIES (JUN 2008)

(a) Requirements for Voluntary Sterilization Program. None of the funds made available under this contract shall be used to pay for the performance of involuntary sterilization as a method of family planning or to coerce or provide any financial incentive to any individual to practice sterilization.

(b) Prohibition on Abortion-Related Activities.
(1) No funds made available under this contract will be used to finance, support, or be attributed to the following activities: (i) procurement or distribution of equipment intended to  be used for the purpose of inducing abortions as a method of family planning; (ii) special fees or incentives to any person to coerce or motivate them to have abortions; (iii) payments to persons to perform abortions or to solicit persons to undergo abortions; (iv) information, education, training, or communication programs that seek to promote abortion as a method of family planning; and (v) lobbying for or against abortion. The term “motivate”, as it relates to family planning assistance, shall not be construed to prohibit the provision, consistent
with local law, of information or counseling about all pregnancy options.

(2) No funds made available under this contract will be used to pay for any biomedical
research which relates, in whole or in part, to methods of, or the performance of, abortions or involuntary sterilizations as a means of family planning. Epidemiologic or descriptive research to assess the incidence, extent or consequences of abortions is not precluded.

(c) The Contractor shall insert this provision in all subcontracts.

(d) Voluntary Participation and Family Planning Methods.
(1) The Contractor agrees to take any steps necessary to ensure that funds made available
under this contract will not be used to coerce any individual to practice methods of family planning inconsistent with such individual's moral, philosophical, or religious beliefs. Further, the Contractor agrees to conduct its activities in a manner which safeguards the rights, health and welfare of all individuals who take part in the program.


(2) Activities which provide family planning services or information to individuals, financed in whole or in part under this contract, shall provide a broad range of family planning methods and services available in the country in which the activity is conducted or shall provide information to such individuals regarding where such methods and services may be obtained.


(e) Requirements for Voluntary Family Planning Projects.
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(1) A family planning project must comply with the requirements of this paragraph.
(2) A project is a discrete activity through which a governmental or nongovernmental organization or public international organization provides family planning services to people
and for which funds obligated under this contract, or goods or services financed with such
funds, are provided under this contract, except funds solely for the participation of personnel in short-term, widely attended training conferences or programs.


(3) Service providers and referral agents in the project shall not implement or be subject to quotas or other numerical targets of total number of births, number of family planning acceptors, or acceptors of a particular method of family planning. Quantitative estimates or indicators of the number of births, acceptors, and acceptors of a particular method that are used for the purpose of budgeting, planning, or reporting with respect to the project are not quotas or targets under this paragraph, unless service providers or referral agents in the project are required to achieve the estimates or indicators.

(4) The project shall not include the payment of incentives, bribes, gratuities or financial rewards to (i) any individual in exchange for becoming a family planning acceptor or (ii) any personnel performing functions under the project for achieving a numerical quota or target of total number of births, number of family planning acceptors, or acceptors of a particular method of contraception. This restriction applies to salaries or payments paid or made to personnel performing functions under the project if the amount of the salary or payment increases or decreases based on a predetermined number of births, number of family planning acceptors, or number of acceptors of a particular method of contraception that the personnel affect or   achieve.

(5) No person shall be denied any right or benefit, including the right of access to participate in any program of general welfare or health care, based on the person’s decision not to accept family planning services offered by the project.

(6) The project shall provide family planning acceptors comprehensible information about the health benefits and risks of the method chosen, including those conditions that might render the use of the method inadvisable and those adverse side effects known to be consequent to the use of the method. This requirement may be satisfied by providing information in accordance with the medical practices and standards and health conditions in the country where the project is conducted through counseling, brochures, posters, or package inserts.

(7) The project shall ensure that experimental contraceptive drugs and devices and medical procedures are provided only in the context of a scientific study in which participants are advised of potential risks and benefits.

(8) With respect to projects for which USAID provides, or finances the contribution of, contraceptive commodities or technical services and for which there is no sub-contract or grant under this contract, the organization implementing a project for which such assistance is provided shall agree that the project will comply with the requirements of this paragraph while using such commodities or receiving such services.


(9) (i) The Contractor shall notify USAID when it learns about an alleged violation in a project
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of the requirements of subparagraphs (3), (4), (5) or (7) of this paragraph; and (ii) the Contractor shall investigate and take appropriate corrective action, if necessary, when it learns about an alleged violation in a project of subparagraph (6) of this paragraph and shall notify USAID about violations in a project affecting a number of people over a period of time that indicate there is a systemic problem in the project.
(iii)The Contractor shall provide USAID such additional information about violations as USAID
may request.


(f) Additional Requirements for Voluntary Sterilization Programs.
(1) The Contractor shall ensure that any surgical sterilization procedures supported in whole or in part by funds from this contract are performed only after the individual has voluntarily appeared at the treatment facility and has given informed consent to the sterilization procedure.
Informed consent means the voluntary, knowing assent from the individual after being advised of the surgical procedures to be followed, the attendant discomforts and risks, the benefits to be expected, the availability of alternative methods of family planning, the purpose of the

operation and its irreversibility, and the option to withdraw consent any time prior to the operation. An individual's consent is considered voluntary if it is based upon the exercise of free choice and is not obtained by any special inducement or any element of force, fraud, deceit, duress, or other forms of coercion or misrepresentation.


(2) Further, the Contractor shall document the patient's informed consent by
(i) a written consent document in a language the patient understands and speaks, which explains the basic elements of informed consent, as set out above, and which is signed by the individual and by the attending physician or by the authorized assistant of the attending physician; or
(ii) when a patient is unable to read adequately a written certification by the attending physician or by the authorized assistant of the attending physician that the basic elements of informed consent above were orally presented to the patient, and that the patient thereafter consented to the performance of the operation. The receipt of this oral explanation shall be acknowledged by the patient's mark on the certification and by the signature or mark of a witness who shall speak the same language as the patient.

(3) The  Contractor  must  retain  copies  of  informed  consent  forms  and  certification documents  for each voluntary sterilization procedure for a period of three years after performance of the sterilization procedure.
